Picture Books as an Art Form and Artifact for Promoting Human Health and Well Being
B. SHORT DESCRIPTION: Please provide a short promotional description as you would like to see it appear in print in the Conference Book. (50 word maximum)

Children’s picture books are an art form and artifact for promoting human health through story. By partnering with university libraries and health museums, health educators can access and promote picture books in tandem with content-rich informational web sites to increase exposure of health-promoting messages and human role models for children. 
C. DETAILED DESCRIPTION: Please provide a more detailed session description to help the committee in the presentation assessment process. This description must include 1-3 learning objectives. (250 word maximum)
The primary goal of my presentation is to equip health, education, and museum professionals with the Children’s Picture Book Database at Miami University (CPBD@MU) (www.lib.muohio.edu/pictbks), which is a free, bibliographic tool for designing literature-based thematic units across all eight academic disciplines, inclusive to health education. 

Participants will be able to demonstrate three behavioral outcomes: 1) to recognize the educational need for multi-language and literacy-based initiatives within museum, community, and school-university settings, especially lessons that promote human well being through the visual and performing arts; 2) to increase the capacity of health, education, and museum professionals to identify two Boolean search from the CPBD@MU that will increase health-related, skill-based outcomes for children of different race-ethnicities; and 3) to show student work samples that promote human storylines containing integrated content as Habits of Health (behaviors) and Habits of Mind (cognitive skills), supported by informational web sites that extend learning opportunities for children.
My presentation will highlight the multiple uses of the CPBD@MU, including how health education museums can combine Boolean searches for health and science-related content with connections to math, language arts, music, art, and social studies. Recognized by the International Society for Technology in Education as one of the 101 Best Web Sites for Elementary Teachers (Lehman, 2006), the CPBD@MU has been used by librarians, teachers, authors, and students from seven foreign countries and all fifty states since 1996. To date, little to no interaction has occurred between health education museums and me as the Project Director of the CPBD@MU.

D. KEY ISSUES: What are the key issues addressed by your session, and why are they important?

Picture books, coupled with informational web sites, are excellent resources for extending the instructional time for health education in schools and beyond. Health education museums can be vital educational partners in meeting the National Health Education Standards (2007), which recommend that “students in pre-K to grade 2 receive a minimum of 40 hours and students in grades 3 to 12 receive 80 hours of instruction in health education per academic year” (p. 63). In addition, my presentation will show how the CPBD@MU helps education, health, and museum professionals to meet four conditions for learning: developmentally appropriate, culturally sensitive, body brain compatible, and health enhancing (Ubbes, 2008).
