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Proposal
II.	Background/Context of the Problem: 
The goal of this grant is to educate consumers in public health clinics (pharmacies and oral health) in Butler County, Ohio through the use of Electronic Texts for Health Literacy©. By 2016, 15% of visitors to the public health clinics will have elected to view an Electronic Text for Health Literacy © on a Tablet in order to increase their knowledge and skills of how to make goals and decisions for consumer health habits. In 2 months after viewing an Electronic Text for Health Literacy©, consumers will project how they will improve their consumer health especially their intentions to modify their health behavior in drug safety or oral health hygiene. Although the consumers will offer their feedback about the educational material that they accessed on Tablets in the public health clinics, the main purpose of this field test is to practice, refine, and establish a protocol for digital health care. As such, the primary plan is to use this field data to apply for an external grant that focuses on the role of health literacy in determining healthy habits. The methodology, timeline, and budget provides the rationale in a systematic way below.

What problem is being solved by this seed grant?  Health literacy is “The capacity to obtain, process, and understand basic health information and services needed to make appropriate health decisions” (pg 171).  Health literacy is distinctly different from literacy because it directly affects your own health. In addition to literacy, health literacy encompasses vocabulary that relates specifically to health and health behaviors.  Health literacy is an important skill for a person to have because it allows the individual to properly take care of their own health in conjunction with the help of health professionals.  Understanding health terminology is vital to learning and performing positive health behaviors. 

Electronic Texts for Health Literacy© use a narrative of reasoned actions to demonstrate health habits. Each photographic image demonstrates the motivations toward a health behavior. We purposely do not include poor examples of health habits because media have many examples that demonstrate what not to do or what is easy to do.

My goal is to produce electronic materials for health literacy that will offer a tipping point of healthy examples for daily living – and offset the high number of poorer examples each of us observes in real time, in virtual time, and in media time. There is a need to improve access to visual textual materials that are positive-frame message design. This grant will use I-Pads (aka Tablets) to disseminate  Electronic Texts for Health Literacy© which allows for active hands while thinking about the next reasoned actions to take toward health. Tablets increase eye-hand coordination for active learning initially, but eventually the individual needs to motivate and move into healthy decisions, goals, and communication patterns for health. Language patterns get practiced with written, read, and spoken materials. Ideally, each person who learns to write a personal narrative in words, pictures, numbers, and body language will also practice the requisite literacy skills that can culminate in health literacy.

There are examples of health curricula that use multiple theories when designing lessons. In Electronic Texts for Health Literacy©, I have organized the story narrative around the Theory of Reasoned Action. The Theory of Reasoned Action outlines three types of beliefs that predict an individual’s intentions to do a healthy behavior. Although I use the Theory of Reasoned Action as a framework for the writing, no attempt has been made to measure health or literacy outcomes with one E-Text. I believe that a full complement of E-Texts for Health Literacy at the rate of one a day could be shown to consumers with the hopes to counter the negative media examples that exist on a daily basis.







Generally, videos or DVDs go too fast when demonstrating what to do in a health-related situation or context. By using a series of advancing Power Point slides at the reader’s pace, there is adaptability and functionality that is tailor made to the individual. This image by image sequence allows for reflection time – and reinforces what the individual can do when observing role models for a particular Habit of Health (behavior) and Habit of Mind (cognitive skill). Reasoned action narratives involve sentences that are written in a procedural way with both words and pictures. Sentences are written with repeating patterns of a health-related skill (verb) for 10 slides. Each sentence offers an action with a reason for doing the action, which supports the intent of the Theory of Reasoned Action. III.	Methodology: 

The purpose of the grant is to determine the self efficacy beliefs of individuals who receive an Electronic Text
on Health Literacy© (E-Text) as an intervention while waiting in a pharmacy. The content of the intervention
includes visual-textual messages that focus on belief statements encouraging healthy behaviors. I hypothesize
that the end users (participants) will modify their self efficacy beliefs after the intervention which demonstrates
health habits and cognitive-behavioral routines modeled in words and photographs in the E-Texts.

The methodology of the grant will be based on a logic model from public health known as the PRECEDE
PROCEED model (Green & Kreuter, 2005) shown on the next page in Figure 3.2. Prior to Phase 5 of this 
model called Implementation, the E-Text will be shown to random participants in the pharmacy. The procedures
for the formative evaluation of the E-Texts will include: 1) an interactive greeting, 2) inquiry of interest for 
consent to participate in the 5 minute intervention which includes a pretest survey, a viewing of E-Texts, and a 
posttest survey, 3) assent to participate after explaining the procedure, and 4) continuation of the data collection 
until 60 people have participated.

The goal is to use two formative evaluation strategies called pretesting and pilot testing associated with Phases
1, 2, 3, & 4 of the PRECEDE model prior to Phase 5 of the PROCEDE model called Implementation. 
Pretesting has been defined as an “evaluation that involves systematically collecting intended-audience 
reactions to messages and materials before the messages and materials are produced in final form (National
Cancer Institute, 2002, quoted from McKenzie et al, 2013, p. 394). I plan to collect baseline pretest data via a 
pilot test, which occurs prior to program implementation at Phase 5. I will compare the baseline data with the 
posttest data in order to measure the effectiveness of the health literacy material called Electronic Texts for
Health Literacy©.

To reduce the threats to external validity (or generalizability) and to increase the chances that the E-Texts can
be used in other pharmacies in other locations, I will randomly assign people to three different conditions: 
1) pretest questionnaire, E-Text intervention, posttest questionnaire;
2) pretest questionnaire, Pharmacy electronic advertisement, posttest questionnaire; or
3) pretest questionnaire, E-Text intervention printed on paper instead of electronically, posttest questionnaire.
All of these components and conditions will be conducted with electronic Tablets which the researchers will 
manage on site with participants. Each researcher will have one Tablet and will interact with a participant one at
a time.







The pretest and posttest questionnaire is called the Self-Efficacy Questionnaire (Muris, 2001) which has three
subscales with satisfactory internal constancy of .88 (Cronbach alpha). I will only use the emotional self 
efficacy subscale which focuses on the individual’s perceived capability of coping with negative emotions. 
Each item will be scored on a 5-point scale with 1 = not at all and 5 = very well. The questions will be loaded 
on a Qualtrics platform and given to individuals who consent to participate while waiting for their medication at 
the pharmacy. The self efficacy questions include:

1. How well do you succeed in cheering yourself up when an unpleasant event has happened?
2.  How well do you succeed in becoming calm again when you are very scared?
3.  How well can you prevent to become nervous?
4.  How well can you control your feelings?
5.  How well can you give yourself a peptalk when you feel low?
6.  How well do you succeed in suppressing unpleasant thoughts?
7.  How well do you succeed in not worrying about things that might happen?

After answering the questions on Qualtrics, each participant will be assigned to one of the three conditions in 
random order by the researcher with a Tablet. That is, the first participant will be given condition 1; the second
participant will be given condition 2; and the third participant will be given condition 3 until there are pre-test
and post-test data from 60 participants (20 participants x 3 conditions = 60 participants). 

In order to interact with 60 participants who consent to participate in the 5 minute protocol at the pharmacy, I 
plan to allocate 2 days for the pilot test. Assuming we have been granted permission to stay at the pharmacy for
4-hour intervals over 2 days, I will recruit 3 students to assist me with the data collection in 2 different 
pharmacies. Therefore, in order to accomplish 60 pretesting sessions, 4 researchers will spend approximately 2
days (4 hours per day) collecting the data from 15 participants each (4 researchers x 15 participants = 60
evaluations). The 60 evaluations will include 20 participants who are randomly assigned to one of 3 different
conditions described above. Hence, we will have 3 conditions x 20 participants for 60 formative evaluations of
the health literacy material prior to Phase 5 called Implementation.

The methodology used in this field study will be based on a program evaluation framework called the
PRECEED PROCEDE Model from public health. The methodology follows several milestones over time as
guided by the program goal and objectives which are outlined below: 

Program Goal: Educate consumers in public health clinics (pharmacies and oral health) in Butler County, Ohio. 

Program Objectives:  [Objective 8]
By 2016, 15% of visitors to the clinics will have elected to view an Electronic Text for Health Literacy © on a Tablet in order to increase their knowledge and skills of how to make goals and decisions for consumer health habits. 
 
Behavioral Objectives:  [Objective 6]
[bookmark: _GoBack]In 2 months after viewing an Electronic Text for Health Literacy©, consumers will project how they will improve their consumer health especially their intentions to modify their health behavior in drug safety or oral health hygiene.

Learning Level Objectives: [Objectives 3 to 5] will not be studied by this grant. I am not yet interested in the learning outcomes of the consumers, which will be the focus of the upcoming grant submissions.  
	
Environmental Objectives: [Objective 7]
Within 3 months, the selected clinics will provide feedback on lessons learned and interest in follow up use of the Tablets that bring Electronic Texts for Health Literacy to their clinics. 

Process or Formative Objectives: [Objective 1 & Objective 2]
Principle investigator will obtain funding for implementing Electronic Texts for Health Literacy© in local public health clinics (pharmacy and oral health).  

In the next 4 months, PI and student worker will finalize all production changes to the Electronic Texts for Health Literacy© as shown in the timeline below, including a pilot survey to capture consumer interest of the educational material.

By March, program staff will implement the Electronic Texts for Health Literacy© in local public health clinics in order to field test the innovation.
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
