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My goal is to seek funding for the purchase of selective academic literature and artistic museum catalogs which represent how children and youth became subjects (or not) in print literature and artistic media over the last 200 years. By 21st century standards, children are central to education and social institutions. However, the emerging of children as subjects of books and paintings has developed over time. My specific objectives are to study and collect images of the personal and social life of children in 19th- 20th century England and the U.S. in order to write a book chapter on health literacy.
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Project Summary Report Submitted in March 2013: 

This project was funded for $250 (see part II of budget) which consisted of important photocopying of archived materials in the Special Collections of three university libraries: Miami University, University of Indiana, Purdue University @Indianapolis (IUPUI), and the University of Cincinnati.
With this partial funding, I was able to photocopy materials related to an original (archived) journal in my field entitled Mind and Body in which children were written about and shown doing physical culture activities. These materials supplement art museum catalogs showing children in socio-historical contexts that are available by library access, but were not funded in the current proposal. 

I appreciate the partially funded project and will continue to find other avenues for a wider scope of work showing children as subjects of books and paintings. This next month, two of my health promotion students have extended my Small Research Grant in order to do an Undergraduate Research Poster of their interest. Therefore, my health literacy work is developing incrementally and has narrowed to realistic photographic documents only.                                                                                                                                 
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
